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Stepping Out on Faith
Our association has a wonderful ministry opportunity. Englewood Church would like to partner with NRBA in planting
two new churches in Roanoke Rapids. The goal of the first church plant is to establish an autonomous, self-
supporting congregation that will focus on the needs of young families through contemporary worship and an Engle-
wood ministry style. This will be different from any other SBC congregation in Roanoke Rapids.
Englewood has made detailed preparation with a great deal of prayer and planning. The church planter, Rev. Tim
Irwin, will be moving with his family to Roanoke Rapids. Tim has 10 years of ministry experience on the Englewood
staff. Several Englewood families from Roanoke Rapids will serve as a core ministry group and they have many un
churched prospects from previous block parties in the community. The new church plant will be renting prime store
front property in a good location.

The pre-launch phase of ministry will begin in August with a block party, and continue through autumn with Small
Group Bible Studies, ministry projects, visitation of prospects and a monthly Sunday worship service. launch will be
in January with a weekly Sunday worship service and a regular ministry schedule in place. In order to be wise stew-
ards of the expenses relating to property lease, furnishings, and office equipment and supplies, a new Hispanic
church plant will also be using the facilities. Rev. Elvis Pereira Muller, pastor of Victoria en Christo (the Englewood
Hispanic mission church in Rocky Mount), will lead the Hispanic ministry along with the help of very capable mem-
bers of his church. Victoria en Christo and both new church plants desire to be missions-minded congregations that
will financially support the work of our association, the Baptist State Convention and the SBC Cooperative Program.
They will add greater diversity to our ministry. There are many benefits from supporting this new work:

* It will be the first intentional church plant that North Roanoke Association has supported financially. As such, it is
a test of our preparedness to move forward as an association. This project will help break the church planting
barriers for our association and prepare us for other ministry opportunities in the future. It will demonstrate that
we can lay aside envy, insecurity, bitterness, and disappointments of the past.

*  Church planting uses the resources that we currently have at our disposal. We are grateful for the vision of the
many churches in our association that have contributed to the Hilda Mayo Church Planting Fund over the years.
The fund balance is around $87,000. This project is one that we can support together.

* |t gives us a platform on which to learn more about the benefits of church planting in revitalizing existing congre-
gations. The evangelism strategy of the first century New Testament church was church planting. Southern
Baptists have traditionally grown through church planting, but it is often misunderstood in our day.

* It provides a local missions opportunity for association churches. Every church will have an opportunity to
support this church plant personally. For example: you can choose to be an intentional prayer partner; bake
cookies for an outreach event; donate good quality church furnishings and equipment; or send a team to
support a ministry outreach program. The church plants will keep us informed as to ministry needs and op-
portunities. A partnering congregation will establish a stronger outreach mindset as they rejoice with every
victory knowing that God has used them to further the gospel.

*  The presence of a growing church plant in the association raises our awareness of evangelism. It becomes
an encouragement for each of us to be about the Father's business. It reminds us that we are part of the
work of the Kingdom of God. Ministry is not about building our own personal "kingdoms" for our own glory,
but rather leading people to a personal transforming relationship with the Lord Jesus. As we step out in
faith, we are reminded that God is our security. He calls us to ministry and He will supply our needs as we
faithfully serve Him in the advancement of His Kingdom.

Church planting is a great undertaking. Because of the focus of church planting on evangelism, there is always
the adversity of spiritual warfare in addition to the physical needs. One might expect that a church with the
strength of Englewood could easily accomplish this task. The reality is that this new ministry challenge will need
our encouragement and support.

Englewood has already committed $107,000 just for the pre-launch phase of this new work in addition to salaries.
The Association Missions Development Council will recommend that the association contribute $1000 per month to
the Anglo church plant and $1000 per month to the Hispanic church plant for one year. The total amount of $24,000
will come from the Hilda Mayo Fund. | am already working with the Baptist State Convention in the partnership proc-
ess. With this level of association financial support, | believe that we can expect the State Convention to partner with
us by contributing around the same amount.

We will vote on this during the Executive Board meeting on Thursday evening August 21 at 7:00 pm at the associa-
tion office. If we choose to support this ministry, it will be a momentous occasion for the North Roanoke Association.
Please be praying about this matter. There are many great opportunities ahead, but this is the essential first step.
Partnering together in this ministry will be evidence for all to acknowledge that God is at work in our midst.
